	Topic: Shake Rattle and Roll Presentation

This is a long-term home learning project which pupils should work on over the next few weeks.  Each pupil should research a famous natural disaster and prepare a presentation to give to the rest of the class.  To showcase their learning, pupils can prepare some visual aids to support their presentation; either in the form of PowerPoint (or similar) presentations, drawings, or models.  The focus though should be on the learning, and on the pupil demonstrating an understanding of the causes and consequences of their chosen disaster.  Starting points for research would include:

· Where and when was the disaster?

· What were the causes of the disaster?

· How did the disaster unfold?

· How many casualties were there?

· What was the long term impact on the local area?

· Could anything be done to prevent a similar disaster in the future?

Pupils should have their presentations completed by Wednesday 25th September.
